Enclosed you will find the proposed budget for the 2008-2009 school year.

The total operating expenditure budget has increased by $19,885,728 from $158,959,199 in 2007-
2008 to $178,844,927 in 2008-2009. This represents a 12.51% increase. The total debt service
expenditure budget has increased by $9,105,519 from $35,429,108 in 2007-2008 to $44,534,627 in
2008-2009. This represents a 25.70% increase. The recommended tax rate necessary to fund this
budget is $1.49 ($1.04 M&O and $0.45 Debt Service).

For the fourteenth consecutive year, the Denton Independent School District’s tax base has
increased. The certified plus under review tax base in 2007-2008 was $8.281 billion. This compares
with the 2008-2009 estimate of certified plus under review tax base of $9.087 billion. This reflects
an increase of $806 million in the tax base or an increase of 9.72%. Certified values will be
presented to the District on July 25, 2008. The proposed operating budget is based on a 12.08%
increase over the prior year’s certified values.

Overall revenues in the general operating fund will increase $17,694,767 or 11.13% from
$158,959,199 budgeted in 2007-2008 to $176,653,966 in 2008-2009. The sources of revenue for the
school district include local property taxes and other local revenue, state funds, federal funds which
constitute a minor percentage of overall district revenues and Fund Balance.

Local property taxes account for 58.94% of the total budgeted operating revenue. Budgeted local
revenue from property taxes will increase by $10,808,360. As a result, total local operating revenue
derived from local property taxes will increase from $93,316,476 in 2007-2008 to $104,124,836
budgeted in 2008-2009. This represents an 11.58% increase in revenue generated by local property
taxes. The operating (M&O) tax rate will remain at $1.04 for 2008. The tax base and taxing
authority is vested within the local independent school district.

Total state funds, including $6,796,954 for TRS On-Behalf payments, account for approximately
37.41% of the total budgeted operating revenue. This is an increase of 1.06% from the prior year.
State revenue will decrease from $61,414,369 budgeted in 2007-2008 to $59,280,076 net of
$6,796,954 for TRS On-Behalf funding budgeted in 2008-2009. State revenue decreased by
$2,134,293. This is a decrease of 3.45%.

Other local revenue, federal revenue (attributed to the operating fund) and $1,000,000 to be
transferred from the Workers’ Compensation Internal Service Fund constitute the remaining 3.65%
of the operating fund revenue budget. For the 2008-2009 school year, the revenue budgeted in these
categories is $6,451,600. This compares with $4,227,854 in revenue budgeted in these categories
for 2007-2008. This represents an increase of $2,223,746 or an increase of 5.26%.

In the debt service fund, overall revenue increased from $35,429,108 in 2007-2008 to $44,534,627
in 2008-2009. This represents an increase of $9,105,519. Local property taxes account for 97.76%
of the total revenue in the debt service fund. The remaining 2.24% or $1,000,000 of the total debt
service revenue budget consists of other local revenue. The District will not receive funding from
the States’ Chapter 46 Existing Debt Allotment. The debt service tax rate needed to fund the budget
is $0.45.

Major issues addressed in the 2008-2009 budget include the opening of Annie Webb Blanton
Elementary, Olive Stephens Elementary, Tom Harpool Middle School, growth in the regular and
special programs and an estimated 3% pay increase for all employees.

The National School Breakfast and Lunch Program is accounted for as an enterprise fund. The
school district does not subsidize the food service operations from the revenues of the General Fund.
Food service operations are financed from user charges and federal funding.

The 2008-2009 budget reflects adherence to all state mandates and continues the same services
delivered in pervious years.

KEY ISSUES ADDRESSED IN THE 2008-2009 BUDGET

The focus for the Denton Independent School District budget process has been to open Annie Webb
Blanton Elementary School, Olive Stephens Elementary School and Tom Harpool Middle School.
The District will gain approximately $10,808,360 in local property tax collections. The
Maintenance and Operations Tax Rate will remain at $1.04. The Maintenance and Operations tax
revenue is based on a projected increase in taxable values of $1,000,000,000 or 12.08%. The
District will be using approximately $2,190,961 from fund balance with an overall increased
revenue projection of $17,694,767.

SALARIES
A total of 166.16 new/growth positions at a cost of $9,452,791 were included in the budget.

In a continued effort to remain competitive in the marketplace, a minimum 3% pay increase is
included for all employees.

The cost for the eleventh year of the VVoluntary Exit Program, in the amount of $106,519, is included
in the current budget.
