Music

Focuses on analyzing and writing about music while developing aural
perception and understanding of music by learning about musical
elements, including form and structure, notations, musical terminology and
context. Three assessments determine IB Score two written assessments
and one solo or group performing assessment.

Course is to develop the ability to recognize and describe the basic
materials and processes that are heard or seen in music.

Theory of
Knowledge
(ToK)

Theory of Knowledge (TOK) is an interdisciplinary course in which
students explore the nature of knowledge. TOK is a required course for
the IB Diplomma and has two major assessments: (1) an oral presentation
(internally scored by the TOK teacher), and (2) an essay (externally
scored).
